Flower Show Opening Night Gala Honors Richard “Dick” Ammon and Benefits Owls’ Nest Park

Cincinnati, Ohio (USA) – The opening night GALA of the 18th anniversary Cincinnati Flower Show presented by Edyth and Carl Lindner, a harbinger of spring in Cincinnati, will take place on Friday, April 20th from 6:00pm-10:00pm at the historic Coney Island. 


The 2007 special evening will honor Richard “Dick” Ammon and the proceeds will benefit programs of the Cincinnati Horticultural Society and the Owls’ Nest Park Revitalization Project. 


Excellence in horticulture and dedication to the environment are just a two of the reasons the Cincinnati Horticultural Society is honoring Dick Ammon. He is considered an “icon” in the Green Industry and is also known for his sense of humor, his endless quest for knowledge and his love of nature. Dick is nationally recognized for his work in propagating and distributing elm trees resistant to the Dutch elm disease. He is considered an expert in the history of the Dutch elm disease and what can be done about it. He also is knowledgeable about the new varieties now safe to plant. Mary Margaret Rochford, President of the Cincinnati Horticultural Society, producers of the Cincinnati Flower Show said, “I am pleased that we are recognizing Dick Ammon as the honoree of this year’s Flower Show Gala.  He has set the standard for horticulture not only locally but also nationally. His depth of knowledge, his attention to detail and his many accomplishments in his field should be an inspiration to all of us.”

The Owls’ Nest Park Revitalization Project is an exciting grassroots effort to restore an historic 10-acre park bordering Evanston, East Walnut Hills and the O’Bryonville Business District.  Over the years, the park has fallen into decline and has not met its potential as a community gathering place and recreational area.  The Revitalization Project is a collaborative effort of the neighborhood residents, the Cincinnati Park Board, Cincinnati Recreation Commission, as well as the Cincinnati Reds, to develop and implement a master plan and fund-raising campaign.  The master plan envisions new trails, recreational areas, gardens and a renovated shelter building.  
The goal of these improvements is to restore the park’s beauty, create a better sense of a single park, bring more activity to the park, and, ultimately, to knit together the surrounding neighborhoods. “We are thrilled that the Horticultural Society has chosen our project as the 2007 Flower Show Opening Night Gala beneficiary” says Rae Vuic, the president of the Owls’ Nest Park Advisory Council. “This opportunity will not only get us closer to our fund-raising goal, but will be invaluable in helping us spread the word about this wonderful community-building project.”
