Set during the Battle of Actium (31 BC), the exhibit has eight major structural elements including Egyptian and Roman battleships. The garden begins outside of the Grand Marquee tent with the stern of one of the ships pushing out of the tent.  Waves of fire in orange and red flowers crash against the ship. The most dramatic element in the exhibit is Cleopatra’s bed made of over 4000 roses with Antony and Cleopatra in topiary form.
