Also, in conjunction with the Ohio Farm Bureau, there will be fabulous vegetable gardens and a quaint country stand embellished with beautifully arranged fruit, vegetables, and plants in wooden bins awaiting a sale. Local farmers will be invited to sell from this location to promote buying fresh, locally produced food. A list of regional farmer’s markets will also be available and distributed to Show visitors. Our Ohio will serve as a host for this space and will educate visitors on the importance of supporting local farmers.


Gardens to Go (underwritten by the Ohio Farm Bureau to keep the price well below market price) are recycled ‘pansy’ baskets planted with a sampling of lettuce, radishes and other spring vegetables and will be available for sale during the Show.  This will encourage and inspire visitors to plant a garden at home.
