Show Highlights

Inspirational Gardens and Floral Exhibits

· Grand Marquee Horticulture Exhibits–spectacular exhibition gardens that inspire and entertain.  See new varieties, single genus displays, urban living courtyards and charming garden structures.  Features this year:

· Cincinnati Park Board – Born from the developing friendship between Cincinnati’s sister city of Liuzhou in China’s Guangxi Province, the Cincinnati Park Board Chinese garden will be a collaboration with Chinese artists.  True to the principles of Chinese garden design, the garden is conceived as a complex art form combining painting and landscape.  Each element in the garden is a layer in the design creating a place of renewal and connection with nature.  The iconic pagoda provides spiritual shelter. The graceful arched bridge over peaceful water connects the garden.  Representing wisdom and immortality, rocks are a key feature in the Chinese garden.  Symbolizing the strength of the friendship and collaboration, all the rocks in the garden will be imported from Liuzhou, the rock capital of China.

Bringing beautiful and practical solutions to the challenge of green living, the green home is anchored by a garden of native plants on one side and easy to grow and care for organic garden on the other side.

Dream Come True™ is a flawlessly formed yellow blossom, blushed with ruby-red tips set against matte green foliage.  Dream Come True™ will be featured in the Delhi Landscape Services and Flower and Garden Center exhibit at the show.

· Imagine, create, explore, learn-Small Wonders Weekend is designed to connect children with the natural world while having fun.  Activities and exhibits will keep them busy all day.
· Small Wonders Gardens-special play spaces just for kids to spark their imagination and curiosity.  Children enter a magical world of nature through a very special tree house.
