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THE 2009 CINCINNATI FLOWER SHOW MOVES TO SYMMES TOWNSHIP PARK 

New Location Signifies Next Step in Show’s Vision and Growth

CINCINNATI, OH – The Cincinnati Horticultural Society will move its annual Cincinnati Flower Show (www.cincyflowershow.com) to the 61-acre Symmes Township Park, located on North Lebanon Road in Symmes Township, Ohio. In celebration of its twentieth year, the 2009 Show, one of the nation’s most acclaimed horticultural events, will open Saturday, April 18, 2009 and continue through April 26th.

“The move signifies an exciting new chapter in the 20-year history of the Cincinnati Flower Show,” says Mary Margaret Rochford, President of the Cincinnati Horticultural Society. “Symmes Township Park is truly a charming setting that will allow us to take the Show in a new direction and fulfill our vision to create an event reminiscent of a horticultural village.”

Board and staff of the Society chose Symmes Township Park because it is convenient for both local and regional visitors, it has interesting topography for exhibits and the park’s path system makes it universally accessible for families and visitors of all abilities.

 “We are extremely pleased the Cincinnati Horticultural Society has chosen the Symmes Township Park to host its main event," says Gerald Beckman, Symmes Township Administrator. “The Park allows for the Flower Show to develop exhibits that will become permanent gardens for the community to enjoy and as the Flower Show is the region's premier juried gardening and horticultural event, it is truly an exciting partnership for us.”

The Cincinnati Flower Show is the flagship event of the Cincinnati Horticultural Society, a 501(c)(3) organization formed in 1998 to benefit organizations that promote the quality of life through horticulture. “The Show’s move is one of many exciting announcements we anticipate making during the next year,” says Rochford. “The Society is also in the initial stages of establishing a premier horticultural center on Symmes Township’s Mead property, which will lead to permanent gardens, year-round lectures, workshops, publications and activities for gardeners of all ages and skill level. Our society members, along with our board, staff, Show participants and thousands of volunteers are very excited about the potential opportunities that lie ahead.”
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
