The Cincinnati Horticultural Society Announces Plans for 2011 and 2012
Focus to be on Diverse Group of Events in Various Locations
     CINCINNATI, OHIO, February 28, 2011 – The Cincinnati Horticultural Society (CHS) announced today its plans to offer a variety of events in various locations throughout Greater Cincinnati in the remaining months of 2011 in advance of the 2012 Cincinnati Flower Show scheduled for April 25 through 29 next year at Symmes Township Park.  These will include a Spring Gardening Fair, to be held at Delhi Flower & Garden Center in Liberty Township April 15 through 17; Ladies Day at Kenwood Country Club on May 3; Spring Fling at Coney Island’s Moonlite Pavilion on May 20; Professional Garden Tours on June 18 and 19; the Fresh Air School at Meade House in Symmes Township on Wednesdays and Fridays in June, July and August.  Cancellation of the 2011 Cincinnati Flower Show allows time to redesign the content of the Show to appeal to a broader audience of gardeners and horticulture enthusiasts.
      Dr. Frank Welsh, CHS board chairman recalls an earlier comment he made when announcing the decision to cancel the 2011 Show: “The Cincinnati Flower Show has been the centerpiece of CHS’s ongoing programs, and it has proved exceptionally popular and successful over two decades.  We recognize changing demographics and social trends, however, and, so to avoid these changes becoming an issue for us, we determined to take a year off to examine how we can reinvent and revitalize what has been a much-loved Cincinnati institution.”  CHS expects to announce details of its plans for the revamped 2012 flower show in the fall of 2011.
     The Spring Gardening Fair at Delhi Flower & Garden Center will include a Do-it-Yourself workshop, gourmet food vendors, shopping with Cincinnati Flower Show’s Marketplace Vendors, landscape displays by Delhi’s award-winning designers, fun-filled children’s activities, door prizes and a chance to shop in Delhi’s greenhouses where fabulous plants and ideas abound.  The Center is located in Liberty Township at 6282 Cincinnati-Dayton Road.  Admission will be $10 for adults; children 12 and under will be admitted without charge.
     Ladies Day at Kenwood Country Club will feature a continental breakfast; a lecture with Phil Nuxhall, Spring Grove Cemetery’s historian and tour guide coordinator; a gourmet luncheon under a tent (weather permitting); and a floral demonstration and address by Kathryn Parrish, an innovative designer from London and Miami, who has overseen social and corporate events in South Florida and the Caribbean for over 20 years.
     Spring Fling, an annual event of The Cincinnati Flower Show, will again take place in the Moonlite Pavilion at Coney Island.  It will provide fun, food and dancing for the “young at heart.”  Holly Morgan of Q102 will emcee, and Greater Cincinnati’s favorite, The Rusty Griswolds, will keep hips moving and feet tapping.
     CHS is in the process of selecting some of the Cincinnati Flower Show’s award-winning gardens for the Professional Garden Tour in June.  Information announcing the gardens to be viewed will be released later in the spring and will be available on the website.
     “GROW IT, COOK IT, EAT IT AND HAVE FUN” will be the theme of Fresh Air School, which makes a return appearance after last year’s successful run.  Whole Foods Market in Mason and Delhi Flower & Garden Centers will sponsor, and CHS will plan and supervise, two-hour sessions at Symmes Township’s Meade House every Wednesday and Friday morning from June through August, ten weeks of summertime fun for children ages 4 through 10.  Young people will learn about food and where it comes from, cooking, horticulture and crafts, all while breathing in the fresh air of the outdoors.  A charge of $15 a child per class ($14 for residents of Symmes Township) will cover the cost of materials and snacks.
